California Standards Testing Information 
April, 2008 
 
Dear Parents and Students, 
 
Spring is in the air and that means it is time for the California Standards Test (CST) which will be 
scheduled at the end of April.  Pacifica is evaluated and compared to other schools around the state based 
on how well our students perform on these tests.  Our scores on the California Standards Tests are 
combined with the California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) scores to determine if we are making 
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) and if we meet our Academic Progress Index (API). 
 
Last year, Pacifica students once again did an outstanding job on the CSTs and broke the 800 mark! We 
grew 25 points to make our overall API score 803. Later this month, we are going to celebrate our success 
and reward our students and staff with ice cream sundaes.  LetÕs continue our growth pattern and ensure 
that each subgroup meets their growth targets as we continue to grow as a school.   
 
These tests measure basic and higher level thinking skills in English Language Arts, Mathematics, Social 
Science and Science and are an important way of measuring our studentsÕ academic progress.  It is very 
important that all students participate and give their best effort.  Meeting our API and AYP is linked to 
school funding.  CST scores are also used when placing students into classes.  We want all Pacifica 
students to be proficient in core academic subjects. 
 
As part of the Pacifica High School family, you as parents can help us by: 
 1.  Seeing to it that your student has a good nightÕs sleep and a nutritious breakfast. 
 2.  Being sure that your student arrives at school on time with perfect attendance during 
      the testing period. 
 3.  Encouraging your student to give his/her best effort. 
 
In addition to achievement on standardized tests, Pacifica continues to prepare students to meet our 
Expected Schoolwide Learning Results:

Our district has two overall goals for all students: 

1. Students in our district five years or longer will meet grade-level proficiency in core 
academic subjects as measured by the CST. 

2. All English Language Learners will advance one level per year in English language 
proficiency until English proficient as measured by the CELDT. 

 
We will continue to work together to help each student meet these goals.

Strong attendance promotes academic success.   
In order to maintain our high attendance standards and strengthen our educational program, we ask you to 
follow these basic attendance requirements: 
 

¥ Report absences the second day of your studentÕs absence by calling (714)663-6544 after 8:30 
a.m. 

¥ Send your student with a written excuse upon their return to school.  Students will be issued a 
truancy and a Saturday School if the absence is not excused in writing within three days. 

¥ We will no longer be interrupting class time to pull a student for an early release. When a 
student needs an early release, send a note to the Attendance Office before school.  Include the 
studentÕs name, reason, time to be released, and a phone number to reach the parent to confirm 
the note.  The student will be issued an off-campus pass at that time. 

¥ Excused absences according to school laws of the state of California are: 
1.  Illness 
2.  Quarantine by county or city health officer 
3.  Having medical, dental, optometrical, or chiropractic services rendered 
4.  Attending funeral services for a member of the pupilÕs immediate family.  An absence  
     of not more than one day is excused if the service is conducted in California, and                                                                                                                                                                             
     not more than three days if the service is conducted outside of California. 
5.  Jury Duty 
6.  Incarcerated or in custody 

¥ Unexcused absences include but are not limited to babysitting, working on a car, family vacation, 
oversleeping, getting a driverÕs license, studying for a test, etc. 

 
It is important to establish the habit of good attendance.  Students with attendance irregularities may be 
assigned detention, Saturday School, suspension, loss of class credit, exclusion and/or referral to the 
School Attendance Review Board. 

Parking Pointers 
We recognize that this time of year parking is rather congested.  Please remember that all parking in our 
lots is by permit only and available to seniors and juniors only on a first come, first serve basis.  Juniors 
and seniors can obtain a parking permit from the Bookstore.  Students may not park in the faculty parking 
lot or in any staff spaces and must park in a designated parking space.

Information From Our Guidance Office 
 

Advanced Placement Exams 
The Advanced Placement (AP) program allows high school students to take college level courses that are 
taught by high school teachers at the high school level.  They are offered in a number of different subject 
areas including art, English, mathematics, social science, foreign language, science, and computer 
science.  Pacifica offers 12 different classes.  Students who take AP courses can take the appropriate AP 
examination in May.  If they pass with a score of 3, 4, or 5 (exams are scored on a scale of 1 to 5 with 5 
being highest), they can earn college credits or even waive out of a college general education course.  
The number of credits and classes students can waive depends on their test score, as well as the policy of 
the college or university that they will be attending. 
 
This yearÕs AP exams will be administered during the month of May.  The schedule is as follows (AM = 
8:00 a.m., PM = 12:00 p.m.):

May 14  English Language (AM), Art History (PM) 
May 15  Macroeconomics (AM)

Summer School 
Summer school will be held at Garden Grove High School this year for Pacifica students.  The address of 
the school is 11271 Stanford Ave., Garden Grove.  First session starts June 23rd and ends on July 11th (no 
class on July 4th).  Second session starts on July 14th and ends on July 31st.  Classes will be held Monday 
through Friday from 8:00 a.m. until 12:30 p.m.  Each session is worth 5 credits making it possible to earn 
a total of 10 credits for those who attend both sessions. 
 
Students who have failed a required class during first semester or still have a class to make-up for credits, 
are given first priority when signing up for classes.  Those students were invited to an important summer 
school meeting that took place at Pacifica on March 27th where parents were given an opportunity to 
complete the enrollment process.  Parents/Guardians who missed the meeting must contact Mayu Iwatani, 
Supplemental Counselor, at (714) 663-6544 to schedule a time to come in and complete the summer 
school enrollment form.  NO STUDENTS ARE AUTOMATICALLY ENROLLED. If you have any 
questions about summer school for advancement, you must contact your studentÕs guidance counselor.

GirlsÕ Soccer Ð The 2007/2008 Pacifica High School GirlsÕ Soccer season turned out to be a 
season of firsts in many ways.  Although the team did not achieve their pre-season objective of 
winning the CIF Championships, there were some other surprising accomplishments for the 
Lady Mariners.  They enjoyed a very successful non-league portion of their schedule taking 3rd 
place in the La Mirada Tournament and making the quarter finals of the North Orange County 
Classic, a tournament consisting of 48 teams.  Pacifica defeated eventual Division III Champion, 
Mayfair High School, to reach the elite eight.  In January, over several rain postponed weekends, 
the Mariners achieved another first by winning the 8th Annual Pacifica Mariner Cup.  This was 
the first time they have won their own tournament.  The Lady Mariners then claimed the 
championship in the ever competitive Empire League.  They only lost a single league game this 
season but they allowed a stingy 3 goals by their opponents and thereby ended up being seeded 
third for the CIF Division 3 Playoffs.  The Lady Mariners went into the playoffs confident of a 
strong run deep into the competition; their second round game against La Mirada being the key 
obstacle.  The team showed great resolve in overcoming an early second half goal and then 
eventually taking the lead late in the game.  But in the end, they lost the match in double 
overtime.  The season ended disappointingly, but the players all agreed that it was sad to see it 
come to end and they were very pleased about what they had accomplished.  Three Lady 
Mariners were recognized by the Empire League coaches for their skill and leadership.  They 
were League MVP, Taylor Canatsey, Offensive MVP, Jacqulyn Herkins, and Defensive MVP, 
Jordan Nelson.  In addition, Kimberly Griffen, Stephanie Ruiz, and Brittany Frymire were 
selected to the All League First Team.  Second Team All Empire League nominees were 
Samantha Lee, Taylor Nelson and Brianna Manes.  Four players were selected to All CIF 
Teams, Taylor Cantasey - 1st Team, Jordan Nelson  - 2nd Team, Jacqulyn Herkins and 
Stephanie Ruiz - 3rd Team. 
BoysÕ Soccer Ð Our Boys’ Soccer team had expectations to improve and become more 
competitive in 2008, their second season in the Empire League.  This team experienced a couple 
of surprising wins in tournament play during the Winter Recess, but they soon discovered that 
they lacked consistent goal scorers and that the constant defensive pressure would be a challenge 
throughout the season.  The Mariners finished the season by winning a single non-league 
contest thus ending another very disappointing year.

Breaking News From the Bookstore 
 

Attention Parents:  Please have your student check with Mrs. Chapman in the Bookstore for 
information as to what items have been purchased for the end of the year or any questions 
they might have. 
 
Clearing Book Fines 
It is extremely important for you to turn in your books at the time designated by the teacher.  If you have 
misplaced or damaged a book, you will need to pay the replacement cost of the book.  Please see Mrs. 
Chapman in the Bookstore to make arrangements to clear these fines.  The following Education Codes are 
in effect and help to clarify the importance of clearing all fines promptly. 
 
E.C. 48904 (b) (1) Any school district or private school whose real or personal property has been willfully 
cut, defaced, or otherwise injured, or whose property is loaned to a pupil and willfully not returned upon 
demand of an employee of the district or private school authorized to make the demand may, after 
affording the pupil his or her due process rights, withhold the grades, diploma, and transcripts of the pupil 
responsible for the damage until the pupil or the pupilÕs parent or guardian has paid for the damages 
thereto, as provided in subdivision (a). 
 
E.C. 48904.3 (a) Upon receiving notice that a school district has withheld the grades, diploma, or 
transcripts of any pupil pursuant to Section 48904, any school district to which the pupil has transferred 
shall likewise withhold the grades, diploma, or transcripts of the pupil as authorized by that section, until 
the time that it receives notice, from the district that initiated the decision to withhold, that the decision 
has been rescinded under the terms of that section. 
 
The last day to clear all fines for textbooks, Library books athletics and activities is Tuesday, June 
3, 2008.  Please bear in mind that the last day checks will be accepted is Friday, May 30, 2008.  Any 
payments made after that time will have to be in cash.  If you have any questions, please contact 
Mrs. Chapman in the Bookstore at (714) 663-6062.
